U pfilezitosti padesati let trvani izraelské okupace palestinskych Uuzemi vydal Mezinarodni
vybor Cerveného kfize prohlaseni, vnémz se vénuje disledkim této nejdeli okupace
modernich d&jin.

PfedevSim potvrzuje, Ze jak na Zapadni bfeh Jordanu, tak na Pasmo Gazy se vztahuji
ustanoveni mezinarodniho humanitarniho prava upravujici cizi vojenskou okupaci
(pfedevsim Rad valky pozemni a IV. Zenevska imluva) a zddrazfiuje povinnosti, které Izrael,
jako okupacni mocnost, k palestinské populaci ma.

Zduraziiuje, Ze ftrvajici okupace poskozuje obyvatelstvo obou stran tohoto konfliktu.
Pfipomina, Ze trvajici €i dokonce rozSifované osidlovani palestinsky uzemi lzraelem, stejné
jako vystavba zdi na Zapadnim bfehu, pfedstavuji poruSeni mezinarodniho prava, ale
predevsim podkopavaji mozné budouci usmifeni.

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V nadchazejicich dnech si Palestinci pfipomenou pul stoleti zivota pod nejdelSi vojenskou
okupaci na svété moderni doby.

Trvajici okupace jednak zhorSuje humanitarni situaci Palestinct, souc¢asné za ni lzraelci plati
dan v podobé nebezpedi. Kritické je nalézt kroky vedouci k obnové Zivotnich podminek a
respektovani zakladnich prav Palestincu, k nalezeni trvalého politického feSeni konfliktu,
nikoli jen jeho symptomu.

Podle MVCK je jednim z kli¢ k Fe$eni aplikace mezinarodniho humanitarniho prava (MHP)
na okupovanych palestinskych Gzemich, ptedev§im Haagského fadu valky pozemni a Ctvrté
Zenevské umluvy, které poskytuji zakladni ramec pro zajisténi respektu k Zivotu a dlistojnosti

osob Zijicich pod okupaci.

Dodrzovani a zajisténi dodrZzovani pravidel MHP je pravni povinnosti pro vSechny strany
konflikty bez vyjimky. Pravo Izraele na ochranu legitimnich bezpe¢nostnich zajmd musi byt
proto v rovnhovaze s jeho zakladni pravni povinnosti pozitivné spravovat okupovana uzemi a
uspokojovat potieby palestinskeho obyvatelstva.

Osidlovani okupovanych uzemi stejné jako vystavba zdi na Zapadnim bfehu, které jsou
v rozporu s MHP, v dusledku vyrazné zhorsuji socialni, demografické a hospodarské
podminky zivota Palestincl, brani rozvoji naroda a podkopavaji vyhlidky na budouci
usmifeni.

Kazda ztéchto polittk ma rdzné humanitarni dopady, spoleénym dusledkem je ztrata
palestinského uzemi.

V Pasmu Gazy, nad nimz si Izrael ponechava efektivni kontrolu, jsou dusledky okupace dany
pfedevsim uzavérou Uzemi, ktera brani socio-ekonomickému rozvoji zemé.

V uplynulych 50 letech se MVCK snazil plnit své humanitarni poslani v lzraeli a na
Okupovanych palestinskych uzemich, pomaha a chrani nejen obyvatelstvo pod okupaci, ale
lidi na obou stranach konfliktu, jeho jedinym cilem je posilovani lidské distojnosti a mirnéni
utrpeni.

Opakované naléhal a nyni znovu vyzyva vSechny strany konfliktu, aby plnily své zavazky
z mezinarodniho humanitarniho prava a zajistily jeho dodrZovani, zaroven aby hledaly
praktické zpUsoby, jak zlepSit Zivot, zdravi a dustojnost dotéenych osob.

MVCK i nadale povede upfimny a uéinny dialog — pfedevsim bilateraini a davérny — se véemi
stranami, zaméfeny pfizplsobeni politik a postupl zakladnim ustanovenim MHP a tim
zmirnéni utrpeni v8ech postizenych. Zadame obé& strany, spoleéné s mezinarodnim
spole€enstvim, aby se vazné zapojily do mirového usili.

In the coming days, Palestinians will mark half a century of life under the world’s longest-
sustained military occupation in modern history.

Over this period, the effects of the policies of occupation have exacerbated the humanitarian
problems facing millions of Palestinians in every aspect of their lives and denying them hope.
At the same time, the impact on Israelis affected by continuing insecurity has taken its toll.

The critical issue now is to consider, what steps are needed to restore and improve the living
conditions of affected populations with a view to ensuring respect for their basic rights and
offering the prospect of a durable and sustainable political solution to the conflict. This
requires not only responding to the symptoms, but also to the underlying causes of the
conflict.

In the view of the ICRC, one of the keys to a solution lies in the recognition and application of
IHL throughout the Occupied Palestinian Territory, over which Israel exercises actual
authority — first and foremost the Hague Regulations and the Fourth Geneva Convention,
which provides a critical framework to ensure respect for the life and dignity of people living
under occupation.

Given the unique and universal character of international humanitarian law (IHL), respecting
and ensuring respect for its rules constitutes a legal obligation for all parties to conflicts,
without exception. Israel’s sovereign right to safeguard its legitimate security interests must
therefore be balanced with its core legal obligation to positively administer the territories it
occupies, and to meet the specific needs of the Palestinian population.

The establishment and expansion of settlements over many years as well as the routing of
the West Bank barrier — in contravention of IHL - has in effect profoundly altered the social,
demographic and economic landscape of the West Bank to the detriment of the Palestinian
population, hindering the territory’s development as a viable nation and undermining future
prospects for reconciliation.

While each of these policies have distinct and complex humanitarian consequences, the
main common feature is the steady loss of Palestinian land.

In the Gaza Strip, where Israel retains effective control, the occupation is felt more through
the effects of closure, with tight control over land and sea borders severely limiting
movement and access, and curtailing the socio-economic development of the area.

For the past 50 years, the ICRC has endeavoured to fulfil its humanitarian mission in Israel
and the Occupied Palestinian Territory, assisting and protecting not only populations living
under occupation, but affected people on both sides of the conflict, with the sole aim of
upholding human dignity and limiting suffering.

It has frequently pressed — and again calls upon — all parties concerned to fulfil their
obligations and ensure respect for IHL, while seeking practical ways to improve the life,
health and dignity of those affected.

The ICRC remains fully committed to maintaining a sincere and effective dialogue with all
sides — primarily bilateral and confidential — aimed at bringing policies and practices in line
with the basic provisions of IHL and thereby alleviating the suffering of all those affected. We
ask both sides, along with the international community, to engage in serious efforts for
peace.
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
